Take I-90/94 to the LODI-ARLINGTON turnoff (Exit 119) 
about 25 miles north of Madison, and turn west on WI HWY 60 toward Lodi (3 miles).  Just before Lodi, turn north (right) on Lindsay Rd. and proceed to 
CTY HWY J (0.7 miles).

RULES:  Current NRA High Power Rifle, NRA Long Range and F Class Classification rules will apply.  Empty chamber indicators (Rule 3.21) will be 
available at the range and MUST be used by all competitors.  
 
SAFETY:  For the safety of the pit crew, a competitor who fails to get on target in TEN SHOTS may be directed to stop firing.  For purposes of 
this rule, an oblong hole from a ricochet does NOT count as a hit.  All sighting shots must be scored on back of score card!  Bolts cannot be 
closed until the rifle is shouldered and pointed towards the target. 
 
ELIGIBILITY:  NRA membership is no longer required for people to compete in NRA tournaments.  Competitors will still need to be an NRA 
member to set a NRA National Record.
